Brother Victor is working through bitterness, depression and anger issues and is requesting prayer on these issues and for his cousin Omar’s salvation.  
Pattie brought a suggestive ruby, that we stay focused on the Lord. She said we should let go of anything keeping you from serving God. 

I have been battling lust issues.  Please assist me through prayer as this is a past stronghold trying to creep back into my life.
Rubies encountered during this session:

We all came to the realization that we could all be doing so much better if we stay in God’s word.  
Fear is a very real issue, and many Christians are innocently lacking faith in God’s Promises because of it.  Fear is not of God.  A Phobia is accepted as part of our lives and something we can work through with help.  Sometimes this takes a psychiatrist to help us sort through our fears but really it’s a trust issue between you and God.  Trust in the Lord with all of your heart and lean not on your own understanding. (Proverbs 3:5)
I discovered this week that my closest friend Brother Victor has inherited a phobia he is now sorting through. This phobia came after a life-threatening auto accident involving an eighteen wheeler and Brother Victor’s car nick named, “Nagasaki.”  Please help us pray for our Bro. Thanks! 

Past Rubies Revisited:

In this session, we all spoke about Saint Peter’s life as he denied Christ three times even after he promised the Lord he could never do that.  In reading the scriptures we quickly realize Peter was a great disciple of Christ but not without faults and broken promises.  Saint Peter’s Cross walk can be readily compared with our own. We are not far from turning our backs on the Lord when we deny God from teaching us what we need to know and sharing what we learned.  In fact, we deny our Lord each time we refuse to learn and or share his Truth.  “The buck doesn’t stop there,” we also err when we no longer desire God’s wisdom over man’s wisdom. Our lot does not and should never entail fear but just as our brother Peter fell short in this area, so can we.  The word faith was brought to our attention.  You know in the scriptures it says, “We can move mountains with the faith of a mustard seed.”  This seed has to be planted then nourished in order that it grows into the giant tree it was intended to become.  
Fear can keep you from serving God.  The bible says if you’re not serving God you’re serving satan.  We cannot allow people to infiltrate our lives in such a way that you are embarrassed to speak God’s Truth to them or even around them to others.  
God is a jealous God and he will not allow that kind of reverence be given any man for too long.  We will need to keep our selves prepared at all times to give an answer to those who would ask us to give an account of our faith.  Someone will ask you one day, “Why do you believe in Christ Jesus?”  Your immediate response should be heart felt and clearly stated, “He loved me on the cross.”
Of course we are all growing in this area of witnessing to others and our faith levels will increase the more we practice and live in Christ. Jesus would say take up your cross and follow me. 

The statements mentioned above leads us to speak/write about King David’s life long relationship with our Father.   King David was a man after God’s own heart, as stated in the scriptures.  Our brother David began his relationship with our Lord through humble beginnings as a shepherd of flocks of sheep. In today’s modern terminology he would be called a sheep herder.  All though King David began his life with a meager past he became a great King through God’s confirmation and hand in his life.  Our great brother left a legacy in his victorious battles fought over through much of his life and kingship.  King David was also a psalmist or songwriter singing and praising our LORD.  His writings were sometimes prophetic in nature and spoke of our Lord and King (Yeoshua Meshika) Jesus the Christ.  King David had many strengths and comforts to keep him in the will of God, and he wrote about how much he loved God’s Truth.  In spite of all that King David did that was righteous and true, he fell short anyway and was given over to lust, deceptive practices, and ultimately transgressed in what many would call in today’s modern terminology, “Conspiracy to commit murder.”  What lead King David to give in to such evil and detestable practices?  He was enthralled by Queen Bathsheba’s beauty.  So much so, that King David ignored what he knew was right only to fulfill his selfish desires.  Needles to say, satan had his way with our Brother, King David and because of his mistakes, King David suffered great consequences.
Wisdom Exchanged: 
What we have learned about these historical rubies is that God is seeking true worshippers, who will worship him in Spirit and in Truth.  We must deny our carnal mind as this is where the battle begins.  We must keep in mind the laws were written and fulfilled through Jesus and in him only can we live a righteous life.  No one who follows the letter of the law can fully keep it except one, our Lord. Jesus fulfilled the entire law by not breaking a single law.  God commands that we walk in unity and that we have fellowship, strengthening and encouraging one another with our love for him and as well as each other.  
We must seek God’s Truth earnestly and continuously, pray for one another and admit our faults and mistakes to one another in order that we may be released from blood-guilty consequences.  

We can never find peace, rest, joy, or love anywhere but in Christ Jesus our Lord who has inspired us to love each other as he has loved us.  We could never fulfill the Laws written but through him we are made righteous.  We must speak the simple truth.  We must preach the word of God and be instant in doing so, regardless if it’s in season or out of season as stated in his Word.  
Let’s make a promise to our Lord today and keep it. Let’s promise him we will allow him to speak through us when he chooses to do so and that we will prepare until that time comes.  We should never be as the donkey that was used to speak in God’s stead.  We should speak our heart because that is where God dwells. Amen Lord, speak your Truth that you placed in us.
