Slips, Trips & Falls
“Don’t fall for it.”
[15]th Ruby Two's-Day ~ Session {Date:06/06/06} Key Scripture(s): (Mark 3:25) In this session we are discussing prevention methods to assist us from slipping, tripping and eventually falling down in our Christian walk.  We will be working from a safety program outline that parallels what we will be discussing, called, “2006 Slips, Trips and Falls Prevention.” This training tool was created as part of the “OSHA Recordable Reduction Action Plan.”  This program is utilized in safety training of employees for many corporations and small businesses beginning 2004 until present.  This is being conducted each year as part of their re-evaluation program as well as new employee(s) training.  
I believe we were given this outline by the Lord to incorporate as part of our safety training/discipleship program for fellow believers as well as ourselves.  We will be conducting a series of sessions on this topic, in order to get through all of the training involved.

Rubies Two’s-day ~ Introduction Prayer:

Holy Spirit, guide us into all your Truth so that we may enter the Holy of Holies to worship and receive your Truth. Lord we give you our rubies to exchange for you wisdom. In your precious Holy Name Jesus we pray, Amen.
Scripture references:
(Emphasis is in no particular order.)
· Proverbs Ch.21 – (Introduction to Characteristics of righteousness & unrighteousness)
· Mark 3:23-29 – (A house divided cannot stand)

· Proverbs 3:6 – (Acknowledge God in all your ways and he will make your paths straight)

· Genesis 4:6-7 – (Sin is always lurking ~ God warns Cain)

· Luke 17:1-3 – (Things that cause people to sin, watch yourselves) (This is a warning from Christ Jesus) 
· Matthew 14:22-31 – (Peter sank as he was prideful and lacked faith) 
· Luke 13:1-5 – (Repent or perish)
Note: We are the woman in (Proverbs Ch.31,) and we do not want to be the wife who is in conflict with the Husband our Lord, as in (Proverbs 21:9.)
Rubies brought to the session:

* We are experiencing a lot of changes in our personal lives some of which has brought about confusion and doubt.  This can ultimately lead to a slip, trip or possibly even a fall. We will work through all of this through prayer and supplication and trusting the Lord.  
Rubies encountered during this session:
* 6/6/06 ~ On this session we experienced delays and early departures as well as productive flaws.  We dealt with the issues by simply allowing God to have his way and not give the enemy any glory for the negativity.  We fellowshipped and started the Ruby Study Session anyway.  The little time spent in fellowship made all the difference.
Foundational Archived Rubies:
* Slips, Trips, and Falls occur to all believers who fall into temptations.  There were many men of God who fell into diverse temptations mentioned in the Holy Bible.  We will not focus on their mistakes or our own but we will be sharing the ways the enemy has tempted us to make us fall short.  The Bible says we should bring to light the darkness that befalls us. 
* An example of a fall as you may recall, Peter denied Christ three times.  You may also recall when Peter asked Jesus if he could go out to him on the water, as Jesus had walked on water and went out some distance from their boat.  With the Lord’s permission, Peter left the boat and walked on the water. After a few steps the wind began to blow and Peter began to sink into the lake.  He cried out to the Lord to save him and Jesus asked Peter, “Why did you doubt?”  Peter was known to walk in pride throughout his discipleship from the Lord.  He must have thought he could do what he was doing on his own when he began to sink.  Peter was afraid of the wind more than he had faith in the Lord which in my opinion caused him to begin to fall or sink.  You have to wonder why the wind blew.  I believe this was a test designed specifically for Peter by the Lord, as he may have had pride as well as faith issues the Lord was trying to work out of him. (Matthew 14:22-31)
* Cain was confronted by the LORD to warn him about temptations to fall into sin.  Subsequent to God’s warning in (verse 7) of (Genesis chapter 4,) in (verse 8) it is evident that Cain did not heed God’s voice, and instead did the despicable act recorded in the bible as the first murder, killing his Brother Abel out of jealousy and bitterness.
*Wisdom Exchanged: 
The characteristics of slips, trips and falls; (the following list provides examples of probable causes of slips trips, and falls.)
· Unbelief in Jesus Christ, pride, bitterness, lust, strife, confusion, weariness, temptation, war within, carnal mind,  worldly influence, satanic influence, rebellion, anger, jealousy, envy, hate, coveting, gossip, poverty, lying, stealing, cheating, greed, worshipping false gods, non-caring, negative thinking, high-minded, haughtiness, naughty, lasciviousness, selfishness, trickery, witchcraft, idol worship, false teaching, false prophets, false witnessing, self-indulged, fear, money, loneliness, evil pleasure, sexual immorality, sexual impurity, sexual content, evil, bad attitude, immorality, religious influences, wrong thinking, false worship, impure thoughts, evil inventions, bad intentions, being a stumbling-block to others, false religion, false testimony, sickness, promiscuity, satanic behavior, anti-christ, satanic acts, traps, hurts, pain, sadness, broken heart, broken spirit, porno-graphic material, agnostic beliefs, spiritual blindness, lack of faith, , false humility, entertaining evil thoughts, unloving, unmerciful, ungrateful, disrespectful, pretensions, deception, divisions, discord, simulations, abuse, misuse, arguments, fighting and murder.
 The proceeding list, provided only a few examples of the characteristic nature of slips, trips and falls, in which is also known as sin.  The sin nature of mankind is renowned for many more evil inventions that cause slip trips and falls.
*Sin can be defined as mankind falling short, making mistakes, unbelieving in the Truth, the Way and the Life which is Jesus. In other words if you do not have a belief in Christ Jesus then you are living a sinful lifestyle.  In fact there are only two general kinds of sin.  A sinful lifestyle and sin (mistakes), as in making a mistake in which you are remorseful for, which in turn leads you to ask forgiveness from the Lord and repent from making the same mistake. We make many of the same mistakes again and again and the scriptures say, so long as you are remorseful and ask for forgiveness, the Lord will forgive you and the Holy Spirit will strengthen you if you sincerely desire to keep from sinning.    
Closing Comments:
The Holy Spirit has been sent to comfort us and assist us in keeping God’s Holy commandments in serving him and each other and that we may do all to walk uprightly to stand in the Lord.  We don’t have to slip, trip and fall. Please read about this in (John 16:7-13.) 

If you haven’t done so already give your life to the Lord and he will save your life. Repent of your old ways and renew your mind in the Lord’s Truth. When temptation comes and it will come, “Don’t fall for it.” Amen.
*This has been an introduction to sin nature and the probable causes of slips, trips, and falls, we will expound on sin prevention in upcoming sessions.
